	Topic:  "Business and Security - Privacy Commissioner’s Survey on Portable Storage Devices (PSDs) ”

The use of PSDs in the workplace presents potentially major security risks, particularly if the devices contain unsecured sensitive data. They can be easily lost, misplaced or stolen. The storage capacity of PSDs has grown dramatically in only a few years, exposing organisations to risks of major data leakages. However there are simple steps that agencies can take to ensure PSDs are secured and used appropriately. PSDs are increasingly being used by Government departments as well as private sector agencies. The Office of the Privacy Commissioner recently surveyed Government departments to find out what sort of precautions they were taking to secure New Zealanders’ data. Results of the survey will be equally interesting for private sector agencies that are looking at how they should use PSDs. Privacy Commissioner Marie Shroff will release the survey results at this Business and Security presentation.
Presenter: Privacy Commissioner Marie Shroff
Marie Shroff was appointed to the independent statutory position of Privacy Commissioner in late 2003.  Her responsibilities include independent comment on significant personal information policies and issues, providing opinions on privacy complaints made against government and business, monitoring government data matching and promoting good personal information handling practices in <<New Zealand>>. From 1987-2003 Marie Shroff held the position of Secretary of the Cabinet and Clerk of the Executive Council.  As Secretary/Clerk she was responsible for the operation of Cabinet, the Executive Council and Government House and for related constitutional advice. She worked with four Governors-General, six Prime Ministers and governments of various parties. Earlier in her career Marie Shroff worked in foreign affairs, teaching, journalism and the public service.  She was awarded a CVO in 1995 and a CNZM in January 2004.
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
